The children have all made a positive start to Year it and we are looking forward to a great year together.
This term our history learning is linked to Anglo-Saxons. As part of our learning, we will be visiting West
Stow Anglo-Saxon village (details to follow in a separate letter). Along with the historical content, this
topic will also cover aspects of geography and English . In geography we will be learning about The
United Kingdom. Our science focus during this half term is states of matter - we will be learning about the

properties of materials and looking at changes in state. We will also be leaming about sound in the second

half of the term, investigating pitch, volume and tone.

English
We will be writing adventure stories, persuasive
writing and compiling newspaper reports linked to our

history focus.

Maths
We will be developing our understanding of place
value, strategies for calculating addition, subtraction,
multiplication and division and the application of
these in relation to problem solving. Please
encourage your child to practise their times tables
reqularly by using Times Tables Rockstars or other

games and strategies.

Homework

Homework is an important part of your child’s
learning. They will receive a piece of homework every
two weeks. These will be set on a Tuesday and handed
in on a Monday.

These homework tasks will be related to our learning
in either English, Maths or our foundation subject
learning. (Log in details for Times Tables Rockstars
and Accelerated Reader are on the front of your child’s

reading record).
